Award Criteria

Outstanding leadership and significant accomplishments in the field


Vision and creativity in fostering a community development approach in the delivery of affordable housing





Eligibility


The nominee for this award may be any individual who has made a contribution to affordable housing. Both volunteers and employees are eligible.





Nomination Process


All BCNPHA members are invited to submit nominations for this award. You are required to submit a BCNPHA Awards Nomination Form, providing the following material:


1.	The nominee’s name, address and telephone number.


2.	The nominator’s name, address and telephone number.


3.	A concise description (100 words max.) of the contribution of the nominee in furthering the cause of affordable housing in BC.


4.	A detailed statement of approx. 500-750 words of the nominee’s contribution to the field of affordable housing; specific activities or achievements that illustrate the nominee’s commitment, vision, creativity and leadership; the nominee’s significant accomplishments; how the nominee has fostered community development. The judges will consider up to 750 words maximum. (Please do not hand-write your submission statement – MS Word format is preferred if submitting electronically.)
